


The trend factor is an example of an 
enhanced source of federal revenue and 
something for which the entire fi eld is 
strongly advocating.

Prior Budget Actions and Cuts:  This is a 
critical point.  During the enactment of the 
FY 09-10 budget, the Legislature approved 
$87 million in budget actions and cuts 
against our fi eld.  Similarly, in the recently 
enacted DRP the Legislature enacted 
another $65 million in budget action and 
cuts against our fi eld.  Some argue that 
despite these large numbers, services have 
been minimally impacted.  However, it must 
be noted that, at the very least, the total 
of $152 million cut drastically reduces the 
probability that future cuts can be taken 
without harm to the vulnerable individuals 
we serve.

Also, though these actions have been 
characterized as inconsequential by some, 
they do include a $28 million cut, slated for 
the next fi scal year, against Day Habilitation 
programs which serve persons with the 
most extreme disabilities.

Lack of trend or other increases to 
protect and maintain the service system 
infrastructure: Without a trend factor 
last year, programs serving persons with 
developmental disabilities are in shaky 
condition.  They have insuffi cient fi nancial 
resources to give low paid direct care 
workers salary increases or, in many cases, 
to keep up with increases in the cost of 
fuel, energy, food, and health insurance or 
unfunded mandates like the MTA payroll 
tax.   Without any funding increases in 
the upcoming fi scal year, this situation 

will worsen. And funding decreases will 
take many agencies beyond the breaking 
point.  That will constitute a grave threat 
to the health and safety of the vulnerable 
individuals we serve. 

Indeed, in 1996, there were some 65,000 
persons served in OMRDD programs.  
State policies and budgets over the past 
decade have doubled those served to 
125,000 persons.  That growth has been 
almost single-handedly accomplished by 
non-profi t entities, at a far lower cost than
if the State had achieved that growth. 
To fail to support these services - many 
created in response to State and federal 
mandates - with infl ationary increases 
which include signifi cant federal subsidies is 
unethical, nonsensical and jeopardizes health 
and safety of the 125,000 served.

All of the above constitutes a threat to 
health and safety which will grow much 
worse in the event that budget cuts are 
made to programs and services funded 
through OMRDD.

We all have worked to hard to provide 
quality and meaningful services to our 
families and the individuals we serve to 
allow these cuts to go on without at 
least making our elected offi cials more 
knowledgeable of the impact these cuts will 
have on our programs and the people we 
serve.  Please contact your local Senator 
and Assemblyman and ask them not to 
support the Governors DRP.  Let them 
know how damaging these cuts will be to 
our staff and that these cuts will place our 
most vulnerable citizens at risk.
