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State Budget
The State Legislature is now passing weekly budget extenders in lieu of a final budget. These

extenders do not include local assistance and certain other contract funds for OMRDD voluntary
agencies, school aid payments or salary increases for State employees, but does include Medicaid
payments, by far the largest source of funding for our services. The Governor is submitting
weekly extenders to the Legislature in the hope that it will increase pressure to pass a final
budget.

New York State is expected to run out of money in June. The State will likely end the months of
April and May with a negative balance according to State Comptroller Tom DiNapoli. While the
State finished the prior fiscal year with a positive balance, it was only because it withheld $2.9
billion in school aid payments. Since then additional payments of $2.1 billion are slated to be
withheld. The $4 billion payment owed in June will likely be $1 billion short according to the
Division of the Budget.

Further, State revenues for FY 09-10 were $1.8 billion below projections made last year. That's a
result of reduced personal income tax collections and an overestimate of revenues from a new
bottle law (actual $45 million vs. $145 million) and an overestimation of revenues from a tax
amnesty program ($51 million vs. $250 million estimated).

On April 27 Governor Paterson’s issued a $620 million Gap Closing Plan. A major component of
the Governor’s plan includes an additional cut to the Community Services Program. The savings
from the 2010-11 cut would equal about $ 5 million, as would the 2011-2012 cuts for a total of
$10 million. This action would further the delays in developing planned not-for-profit-operated
residential and/or day services opportunities within the community.

Stay tuned for further State budget developments or lack of developments.

The Agency’s 46™ Annual meeting was Tuesday May 11" at the Quality Inn. I would like to
thank our current Board President Bret Vanzo, whose two year term is over this May. Bretis a
tireless advocate for Wayne ARC and has been an asset to the Board, Agency and the
management team while serving as our President. We are happy to say that Bret will continue
serving on the Board of Directors and we thank him for his years of service.
